Technical Information

The Tempranillo grapes are harvested at dawn in early October. Cool night temperatures allow the grapes to retain their
wonderful aromatic nature. Partially-fermented grape must in isobaric tanks where fine bubbles are naturally formed. When
the wine-must come to 5.5 degrees of alcohol, it stops the fermentation.
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
