It experiences extreme weather conditions, with temperatures reaching up to
over 40 °C in the summer and dropping to as low as -10 °C in the winter. The
future of this Denominacién de Origen lays with its red wines made from
Tempranillo; a grape variety that enjoys the ability to age well as crianza,
reserva and gran reserva.
